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Description
The term catechism comes from the Greek word katecho, which literally means to “sound back and forth.” (The word echo also comes from this Greek word.) Thus the “catechetical” method of teaching is rooted in classical Greek and Roman educational methods and was used throughout the Middle Ages down to Luther’s time: The teacher asks a question; the student responds with a fixed and set answer, and so it goes, echoing back and forth. Repetition and recitation of the material is used to instill in the student the words, phrases, and concepts being taught. An explanation is also added, according to the student’s level of understanding. In this way, the Christian Church taught, or catechized, the faith. The students learning the faith are known as catechumens, and they receive careful and thorough catechesis (instruction) in the Christian faith.

To whom does the term “God” most often refer when it is used in the same context with the other persons of the Holy Trinity? Why? Who is God the Father? Are the other persons of the Holy Trinity mentioned in the early verses of Genesis 1? Where? Who hovered over the face of the waters? How did God create? Who is the Word of the Father? Are not all three persons of the Holy Trinity intimately involved in the creation of all things out of nothing? Look at John 1:1-5, 10-14, 18; note briefly the parallels in these verses to Genesis 1. What motivated Him to create? Was there anything in the creation itself that moved God to create? Who, or what, is the culmination of God’s creation? In the language of Genesis, how does the creation of man differ from the creation of all other things? What does this mean? For whom did God create the fish of the sea, the birds of the air, every living thing that moves on the earth, and everything in which there is life? To whom do the gifts of creation point us? With what words is the Holy Trinity mentioned in connection with the creation of man? What does it mean, “God created man in His own image; in the image of God He created him, male and female He created them”? What is the nature of the triune God? What moves Him to act and create? What is in His heart? How is His nature expressed throughout Genesis 1 and 2? If God’s nature is selfless and sacrificial love, what kind of picture does that paint of God (consult 1 John 4:7-10)? Is there selfless love between the persons of the Holy Trinity within the Godhead? Does the love of the triune God go out from Him to His creation? How? Since man was made in the “image of God”, how is God’s image “reflected” in the world through man (consult especially vss. 26 and 28)? In other words, how does God wish to continue His loving and creative work in the world? How has sin tarnished and distorted God’s image in man? In whom is God’s image restored to man? How is God’s image restored in the person of His Son?)

Is her quotation of God’s word to the devil essentially the same or different from the word that God first gave to Adam? From whom did she receive this teaching? Where was Adam during the conversation Eve had with the devil? What does Adam do during this conversation? What does Adam say? What does the devil call God? What does the devil promise the woman? Was the devil telling the truth? What does Eve do? What does Adam do? Whose word do they believe? What happened to them? What do3es it mean, “The eyes of both of them were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together and made themselves coverings”? What did “the sound of the Lord God” create in Adam and Eve when they heard His voice in the garden? What had Adam and Eve turned from? What did Adam and Eve do when they were confronted with their sin? Who does God blame for the fall of man into sin? According to the poetic language of Genesis 3:14-19, how has Satan’s entering into the creation and man’s fall into sin affected the creation? How does God promise salvation to man in verse 15? What is the curse of the fall, particularly for the woman, according to verse 16? According to verse 17, how had the man denied his God-given office? What is the curse of the fall, particularly for the man, according to verses 17-19? What saving purpose does the curse of the fall serve? Why does the Lord God drive man out of the garden and prevent man from eating of the tree of life? Who restores man to Paradise? Who is the true Tree of Life?)
